Parent Guidelines and Responsibilities

Please initial each item:

Family members agree to conduct themselves in such a way as to love and
encourage one another. Any behavior that is disrespectful, unbecoming, rude, or unkind will
be addressed promptly and privately.

Parents will be responsible for the behavior of their own children. Parents agree to
address any occurrences of ill-behavior.

Parents will not drop-off non-enrolled children at our theater-this includes friends of
your children. We cannot be responsible for a child that is not enrolled in a class. Only
theater students are allowed to stay in the building unaccompanied by a parent.

Families must refrain from gossiping or complaining to other families. Please address
any concerns immediately with the Director. Do not wait a few weeks.

Appeals to any decisions made by the Director may be submitted in writing to
Breitling Youth Theater. Families must recognize that the decisions of the Board of Breitling
Youth Theater are final in all matters.

Be on time to class. Student drop-off is no earlier than 5 minutes before class.

Students must be picked up promptly at the end of their class(es). If your child will be late,
please text the Director at 972-658-3915.

The same parent or a designated responsible adult must pick up a student. If
anyone is not allowed to pick up a child, the parent is to note this on the Student Enroliment
Form & tell the Directors verbally.

Parents or a designated responsible adult may visit their student's class at any time.
Visitors are always welcome to observe classes as long as they are not a distraction.
Visitors with babies or small children may be asked to step outside the rehearsal room if
their child is a distraction. Breastfeeding is not allowed in the studio.

Families agree to dress modestly. Shorts, skirts and dresses should be at least
finger-tip length. Tube tops, tops that reveal midriffs, see-through or skintight clothing are
not allowed. Likewise, clothing with inappropriate pictures or slogans and excessively large
or ripped clothing will not be allowed.

Families agree not to bring students to campus who have had fever, diarrhea,
vomiting or other contagious condition in the last 24 hours. Please email the director to
inform that your child will miss class.

Breitling Youth Theater will follow Garland ISD closure schedule for inclement
weather on the day of your class.

The Directors reserves the right to ask any family to be dismissed from class(es) for
persistent violation of the Parent/Student Guidelines and Responsibilities.
